NEW SEAT IBIZA FR, CUPRA AND BOCANEGRA

Ultimate expression of sportiness
· Three spectacular versions for the most discerning drivers

It’s well known that the genetic make-up of all SEATs is shot through with sportiness. Few car manufacturers feature such a broad range of models aimed at so clearly at dynamic, sports-minded drivers. The most extreme examples of this sporty character can be found behind names such as FR, CUPRA and now Bocanegra, which joins the new Ibiza range exactly 25 years after its initial launch.

The new FR, CUPRA and Bocanegra are at the pinnacle of the SEAT Ibiza range. They all boast stunning exterior and interior styling, a powerful engine line-up and equipment levels which put them in an enviable position in their segment.

Common elements

The three most sporting models in the SEAT Ibiza range share several common elements. They are all equipped with the twin-charged 1.4 TSI engine, with either 150 or 180 hp outputs, the 7-speed sequential DSG gearbox with steering wheel shift paddles and the electronic XDS system, which works as a self-blocking differential without the need for any additional mechanicals.

This makes the Ibiza the first model both in its segment and in the Volkswagen Group to feature the 1.4 TSI engine mated to a 7-speed DSG gearbox with this platform. The addition of the XDS system turns both the FR and the CUPRA into true technological jewels.

The third version of the SEAT Ibiza FR delivers its 150 hp through the modern, twin-charged 1.4 TSI engine and generates the same output as the 1.8 20VT of the previous version. It will be available in both SC and 5-door form, and with a long list of standard equipment.

The fifth iteration of the SEAT Ibiza CUPRA will once again satisfy thrill-seeking drivers. On this model, the 1.4 TSI engine delivers 180 hp, the first time a Volkswagen Group engine features this output. It is only available in the SC bodystyle, and one of the brand’s engineering objectives was to give it a yet more sporting, more involving ride and handling set-up.

The exclusive Bocanegra
The Bocanegra is the third addition to the high performance arm of the SEAT Ibiza range, and certainly does not go unnoticed. The name of this special version may not sound familiar to many of its buyers, but it is a milestone in the history of the brand’s sporty models. The SEAT 1200 SPORT Bocanegra that appeared on the Spanish market 34 years ago was as much the object of desire in its time as the new Ibiza with the same name will be today.

In fact, the styling of the current SEAT Ibiza generation was defined at the 2008 Geneva Motor Show on the SportCoupé “Bocanegra” prototype. Today’s roadgoing version could be said to be, then, a motoring ‘dream come true’. Its front end epitomises its spectacular exterior design, but it also features countless design and equipment detailing features that make it a collector’s edition vehicle. It will be available with the FR and CUPRA engine options.

All three of these new SEATs have, then, clearly  been created to thrill and satisfy, to provide the sportiest driving experience with a unique style and personality – an accurate reflection of the brand values that underline the innovative design, sporty nature and liveliness found on all of its models.

NEW SEAT IBIZA FR

The FR initials have once again made their way into the new SEAT Ibiza range, and stand for Formula Racing, a well-known term among fans of the sporty models. The initials have been used several times on different SEAT models, and this latest addition will certainly rise to the occasion.

Besides the looks and equipment level to match its philosophy, the new SEAT Ibiza FR is equipped with several technical breakthroughs such as the 150 hp twin-charged 1.4 TSI engine, 7-speed DSG gearbox with steering wheel shift paddles and the new electronic XDS self-blocking mechanism.

High performance
The new Ibiza FR is equipped with the most modern technology, and features exceptional performance. With a top speed of 212 km/h and 0 to 100 km/h acceleration in 7.7 seconds, its in-gear acceleration is optimised thanks to the use of the 7-speed sequential DSG gearbox. But improved performance does not imply greater consumption. Compared to the previous version its emissions levels have been significantly reduced, by 20% to 146 g/km of CO2, giving it a registration tax rate of 4.75% on the Spanish market. Furthermore, it fully complies with EU-5 emissions legislation.

Careful work has been done to the new SEAT Ibiza’s already efficient chassis in order to tap its power potential, resulting in effective performance to match the model’s philosophy. Much of the merit goes to the electronic XDS system, which works as a self-blocking mechanism to provide constant traction capacity.

Sporty image

The new SEAT Ibiza FR will be available in SC and 5-door body styles, and in both choices its design features set it apart from the rest of the range.

Its sportier new image is first noticeable on the front and rear bumpers. Both are bigger and project an aggressive silhouette, highlighting the front honeycomb grilles, with a chrome frame surrounding the one in the centre. These combine with the characteristic Arrow Design on the Ibiza that features lower headlights and a lower radiator grille.

Other specific tell-tale FR elements are the silver coloured door mirrors, 215/40 tyres on specific 17 inch rims and the twin lateral tailpipe.

The interior also conveys the car’s racing nature with gloss black inserts on certain dashboard elements such as the radio casing, instrument panel binnacle hood and the base of the automatic DSG gear lever. Other features contributing to the sporty feel are a specific instrument display that carries the FR logo, the newly designed steering wheel featuring built-in DSG shift paddles and the seat design, whose contours and stitched upholstery differ from the rest of the range.

The new Ibiza FR will be manufactured exclusively at the SEAT factory in Martorell, near Barcelona.

The SEAT designers were faced with a difficult task when creating the image of the new Ibiza FR, but they managed to enhance the standard model’s already sporty looks and make it even more engaging, with several details that increase its aggressive aesthetics.

The car’s new personality can be seen on the front and rear bumpers, which are both bigger to provide a more aggressive look. The front bumper features honeycomb vents with a broad surface for cooling the engine. The one in the centre has a chrome surround, and the FR badge is set into the lower vent at one side.

The rear also features the FR badge on the lower right side of the hatch, and a spectacular rear bumper with reflectors set into a matt black embellisher over the twin chrome tailpipe at the side. As on the rest of the range, the parking sensors match the body colour.

The attractive 17 inch five-spoke ‘Aera’ rims in Cosmos Silver (also optionally available in a darker Titanio colour), shod with low profile 215/40 tyres, get their inspiration from the rim design on the Bocanegra prototype, and show off the enormous ventilated front brake discs.

To complete the sporty look, the door mirrors are silver, and the rear doors and rear window have tinted glass.

Sporty interior styling

The exterior of the new SEAT Ibiza FR is clearly indicative of its sportiness, and the interior confirms it, as the lucky driver soon finds out. Of course, he really gets to know the new FR when he climbs in, turns on the ignition and steps on the accelerator.

The new FR’s sporty seats feature exclusive black upholstery with the FR initials sewn onto the backrest. The seats match the new Ibiza’s philosophy, whose racing precepts call for a snug compromise between sportiness and comfort.

The steering wheel features several sporty details. This model boasts red stitching and the FR initials in a black surround. On both the FR and CUPRA versions it has a flattened base with three spokes and sculpted sides to make gripping more easy, as well as the 7-speed DSG shift paddles that are reminiscent of competition cars for effortless driving. The shift indicators stand out in black on an aluminium background; the right paddle has the ‘+’ sign for up-shifting and the left paddle has the ‘–‘ sign for down-shifting.

The sporty leather gearknob has a black bezel and button, and red stitching, while the instrument panel binnacle hood, dials, ventilation nozzles, the 7-speed DSG shift guide and radio casing all boast a gloss black finish, which demonstrates the leap in quality achieved by the Spanish brand on all its models.

Furthermore, the instrument panel binnacle hood, steering wheel spokes, the DSG shift guide and radio casing are also optionally available in a carbon fibre style finish.
ENGINE AND GEARBOX

Twin charger and DSG technology

The new SEAT Ibiza FR is equipped with one of the most modern engines on the market – the twin-charged 1.4 TSI that delivers 150 hp and is mated to a 7-speed DSG gearbox.

This assembly features outstanding performance with reduced fuel consumption and emissions levels. Average combined consumption is only 6.3 litres for every 100 kilometres, and its emissions register 146 grams of CO2 per kilometre. Furthermore, it fully complies with EU-5 emissions legislation, something which few such sporty models achieve.

Latest generation engine

Thanks to its class leading technology, the engine provides excellent performance, lower consumption, fewer emissions and greater flexibility. This direct injection twin-charged 1.4 TSI delivers 150 hp with a torque of 220 Nm between 1,250 and 4,500 rpm.

The secret behind this exceptional torque figure is the twin-charger technology, which features two compressors. One is a high speed mechanical compressor and the other is an exhaust gas turbo-compressor. Depending on the torque required by the driver, the pressure regulation system decides whether the pressure generated by the exhaust turbo-compressor is sufficient, or if it needs compensation from the additional compressor.

Starting from minimum torque, the mechanical compressor works alone up to a maximum of 2,400 rpm. The turbo-compressor is purposely designed for efficiency, and does not provide any pressure at low rev ranges.

Both systems work together between 2,400 rpm and 3,500 rpm, when the mechanical compressor disconnects. Above 3,500 rpm the turbo-compressor alone generates the desired pressure. The result is a system that compensates for any “torque gap” and guarantees instant delivery of engine torque in any situation.

These torque figures provide the FR with fiery response. Top speed of the SC version is 212 km/h, it accelerates from 0 to 100 km/h in only 7.7 seconds, and accelerates in-gear from 80 to 120 km/h in 10.1 seconds, compared to 211 km/h, 7.8 seconds and 10.3 seconds of the 5-door version. 

These figures are also an improvement over the former model equipped with the 1.8 20VT engine, where 0 to 100 km/h acceleration is 0.7 seconds faster, 0 to 1000 metre acceleration is 0.5 seconds faster and fuel consumption and emissions levels are also better. SEAT’s new model consumes 1.5 l/100 km less and CO2 emissions are 34 g/km lower thanks to the 1.4 TSI engine and its gearbox.

Modern gearbox

The 7-speed DSG gearbox is no stranger to the SEAT Ibiza range, but the necessary adjustments have been made to adapt it to the sportiness of the FR. In fact, only its software has been modified to suit its special characteristics, since the mechanical components required no further modifications.

The new DSG gearbox is innovative for several reasons. It is the first 7-speed gearbox mounted in a transverse position, as well as the first dual dry clutch assembly, instead of the former lubricated 6-speed multi-disc versions. This combination, coupled with optimised pinions with less oil and an electro-hydraulic unit that regulates energy supply according to need, delivers lower consumption figures than with a manual gearbox.

It functions in three modes – ‘D’ shifts to a lower rev range to save fuel; in ‘S’ the revs increase to take advantage of the FR’s sporty qualities, and in ‘sequential’ mode, the driver decides when to shift and activates either the shift paddles or gear shift.

New front intercooler system

A new front intercooler system has been developed on the new Ibiza FR that has several benefits compared to the old side position of the intercoolers on the former FR generation.

The intercooler is now located in the area of aspiration of the fan, maximising its efficiency compared to the former Ibiza, where air was not forced through. Furthermore, increased air pressure is always available for the cooling radiator.

The main reason behind the performance of the intercooler is the air flowing into it, so its location centred at the lower front of the car provides the system with added benefits, especially when driving at low speeds or when the car is heavily laden.

The new intercooler on the Ibiza FR has been improved compared to the one found on the previous Ibiza. Its weight has been reduced from 1.6 kg to 1 kg, and its cooling volume has been increased from 2.9 dm3 to 4.8 dm3. Besides the greater effectiveness provided by this increase in volume, performance is even greater due to its new location at the front of the vehicle (the area of highest pressure) and the forced air flow thanks to the electric fans. With these improvements, the aspirated air temperature has been decreased by around 7 º C. 
CHASSIS

SEAT introduces XDS to the platform

· New electronic self-blocking mechanism

· Improved traction and driving comfort

· Eliminates jolts and avoids installing an additional mechanical element

One of the fundamental aspects behind the new Ibiza FR’s exceptional on-road performance is the XDS electronic self-blocking mechanism. This system was used for the first time on the new SEAT León and Altea 2009 range, and has now been installed on the Ibiza models. 

On a car equipped with a conventional differential, the mechanism on the driven axle makes the outside wheel turn faster than the inside one when cornering. The wheel turning at a higher speed receives less torque than the other, and if the curve radius is tight and grip is low, understeer occurs, resulting in a possible accident.

Instead of adding a further mechanical element, which improves the car’s performance but adds both weight and unwanted jolts, engineers have come up with an electronic system that works in conjunction with ESP and provides the same self-blocking functions. The system brakes the wheel that loses grip, but much more smoothly. It is as effective as a mechanical self-blocking mechanism, but much smoother and does not require an additional element.

The specific XDS software for the Ibiza is characterised by its versatility and sturdiness, and works correctly with any load level, any legal tyre and/or brake pad wear and with almost any road grip level.

Perfected Agile Chassis

If the Spanish brand’s Agile Chassis has been unanimously praised on former versions of the SEAT Ibiza, it reaches new heights on the FR. The necessary adjustments made to its suspension and ratings to adapt it to its enhanced sports philosophy have resulted in a highly effective model on any type of road surface.

The new Ibiza FR features different chassis ratings compared to the Sport version it is based on. The main differences on the front axle can be found in the shock absorber ratings, with excellent progression that guarantee the highest precision on both winding roads and motorways, around 20% stiffer coils than on the Sport version, and a wider diameter stabiliser bar, increased from 18 to 19 millimetres.

Modifications to the rear shaft also include 20% stiffer coils and new shock absorber ratings, as well as specific FR and CUPRA version silent-blocks. 

Furthermore, for a more intense feeling of grip, the Ibiza FR has five mm less ground clearance than the Sport version, which at the same time lowers the car’s centre of gravity.

Other contributing elements are the sportier settings used on the electronic driving aids; the ABS, ESP, stability control system and TCS traction system feature specific software designed for sportier use.

The combination of mechanical and electronic elements result in better handling performance and better traction, without compromising the high level of comfort found on other of the brand’s models.

The new Ibiza FR is equipped with a highly responsive, high-performance brake system, featuring 288 mm diameter front ventilated disc brakes, and 232 mm solid discs at the rear.

Attractive optional equipment line-up

As on the rest of the Ibiza range, the new FR version features an attractive list of optional elements that completes the list of standard equipment.

SEAT’s new vehicle can come equipped with the Carbon package, which further enhances the exclusivity of the interior with an instrument panel binnacle hood, steering wheel spokes, radio casing and DSG gear guide in a carbon fibre-look finish.

An interesting optional comfort element on the Ibiza FR is the storage package, which provides drawers beneath the front seats, a cargo net and side nets in the boot.

There is also a technical package, which includes parking sensor, rain sensing wipers, Coming Home and anti-dazzle rear-view mirror, and the Winter package, with heated wiper nozzles and headlight wipers.

Another novelty introduced on the Ibiza range with the arrival of the FR and CUPRA versions is the possibility of adding leather upholstery to the sporty seats, an option that is not only available on the Spanish brand’s two most sporty models, but on the Style and Sport trims as well.

Furthermore, both the Ibiza FR and the CUPRA are available with the new adaptor for the new generation of portable Tom Tom navigators, which joins the current adaptor to plug in the Tom Tom One V4 navigator.
Finally, the new Ibiza FR is equipped with 215/40 tyres on 17 inch Cosmos Silver ‘Aera’ alloy rims as standard, and optionally in Titanio colour.

NEW SEAT IBIZA CUPRA

The legend continues

· 180 hp twin-charged 1.4 TSI engine

The legend continues with the arrival of the fifth version of the SEAT Ibiza CUPRA. This model hails from SEAT’s successes at the World Rally Championship, where three FIA Cup titles were won in the 2.0 litre category, and sees its market launch at a time when the brand is celebrating new racing achievements with the manufacturers’ and drivers’ titles won in the 2008 WTCC World Touring Car Championship.

And once again, the new Ibiza CUPRA leads its segment with a 180 hp twin-charged 1.4 TSI engine, 7-speed sequential DSG gearbox with steering wheel shift paddles and a new electronic XDS self-blocking system.

A historic model

The top of the line Ibiza model made its way onto the market in 1996 in a special commemorative version after SEAT won the World Rally Championship in the 2.0 litre category for the first time. Its name is an abbreviation of the term Cup Racing, and since then (two further victories were later achieved), it has always featured in the brand’s model line-up.

In fact, the Ibiza CUPRA has pioneered its segment. The third version, launched in 2000, was the first vehicle in its class to add ESP, while the fourth version in 2004 became the most powerful Diesel-equipped car in its segment by virtue of its 160 hp 1.9 TDI.

With the current arrival of the fifth version, an interesting combination is available which is a first within the Volkswagen Group – the direct-injection twin-charged 1.4 TSI engine which delivers 180 hp, the 7-speed DSG gearbox with steering wheel shift paddles and the electronic XDS self-blocking mechanism.

Smoother, more effective
The new SEAT Ibiza CUPRA is therefore a technological jewel, and features exceptional performance figures. With a top speed of 225 km/h and 0 to 100 km/h acceleration in 7.2 seconds it is, however, more green-minded than ever. Compared to the previous version, its emissions levels have been reduced by 19% to 148 g/km of CO2, giving it a registration tax rate of 4.75% on the Spanish market. Furthermore, it fully complies with EU-5 emissions legislation.

Another aspect which has been improved compared to the former Ibiza CUPRA is its handling. The new generation of SEAT’s compact sports car now provides better dynamic performance with fewer jolts. Much of the merit goes to the XDS system, which works as a self-blocking mechanism but with the aid of electronics, which results in smoother handling without losing an ounce of effectiveness.

Developments to the 7-speed sequential DSG gearbox with steering wheel shift paddles include the addition of more sporty software compared to the gearbox on the Ibiza range’s 1.6 model. As a result, in-gear acceleration is faster than on the previous CUPRA version, as well as 0 to 100 km/h acceleration (from 7.3 to 7.2 seconds), and greater aerodynamic control at high speeds.

SEAT hasn’t forgotten the thrill-seeking nature of  the new Ibiza CUPRA’s target audience, and has therefore developed an engine noise that is not overly exaggerated, but manages to provide a thrilling sound. Thanks to painstaking work done by SEAT technicians, a noise to suit this model’s sporty philosophy has been created.

Distinctive silhouette

The new SEAT Ibiza CUPRA’s performance speaks for itself and gives insight into its sportiness, but to fall in love at first sight involves design. Once again, this has been achieved, and the right amount of aggression has gone into the design.

The silhouette of the Ibiza SC was already considered spectacular, and the CUPRA version goes one step further. The main difference can be seen on the front and rear bumpers. They both feature unique design elements and a more aggressive look, with prominent black double headlights, U-shaped air intakes beneath a newly designed honeycomb mesh central grill with a black surround, a broad lower grille or the large chrome central position tailpipe.

Other tell-tale elements on the exterior of the CUPRA are the gloss black door mirror housings and the low profile 215/40 tyres on exclusive 17 inch rims, which give way to enormous ventilated disc brakes.

The sporty atmosphere on the inside arrives by virtue of gloss black dashboard inserts, a specific instrument panel, newly designed steering wheel with DSG shift paddles, and aluminium accelerator and brake pedal. Special mention goes to the attractive, efficient seats with their sporty design, black cross-stitched fabric and the CUPRA badge sewn onto the front backrests that enhance their exclusive look.

The Ibiza SC is probably the sportiest vehicle in its category so trying to improve its looks, synthesised in the Arrow Design concept, is no easy task. But with the new CUPRA, both the interior and exterior design takes strides, giving the Spanish brand’s new car its unique, sporty personality.

On the exterior, the “Arrow Design” concept reaches new heights thanks to the newly designed bumper and built-in spoiler, with broad openings to let passing air cool the engine and front disc brakes. 

Other modifications include black double headlights, U-shaped air intakes beneath a newly designed honeycomb mesh central grill with a black surround, and black bumper highlights at each end, identifying SEAT’s new model with the word ‘CUPRA’ on the left, leading to a broad lower grille flanked by built-in fog lights and two innovative air intakes, rounding off the Ibiza CUPRA’s spectacular front end.

A side view reveals the new identity traits on this most sporty Ibiza model. To begin with, the chassis has been lowered by 10 mm compared to the Sport version and 5 mm compared to the FR version. The spectacular 17 inch, five double spoke Titanio ‘Aera’ rims (optionally available in Cosmos Silver), reminiscent of the rims equipped on the Bocanegra prototype, provide a view of the enormous ventilated disc brakes and their red callipers. 17 inch ‘Sira’ rims are also optionally available (either in Titanio or Cosmos Silver), with the possibility of installing the ‘SEAT racing brake’ system with four-pot callipers. Both rim types are shod with 215/40 tyres.

Further exclusive CUPRA detailing includes the gloss black door mirrors.

The rear features prominent shoulders that house the light clusters and black moulding at the bottom of the bumper that carries the number plate and the new trapezoidal tailpipe, flanked by slatted wings.

The word ‘CUPRA’ stands out prominently in the centre of the rear hatch to identify SEAT’s sportiest model, immediately beneath the characteristic brand logo that doubles as a boot latch.

Interior styling that rises to the occasion

The same attention paid to the exterior styling can be applied to the work done on the passenger compartment of the new SEAT Ibiza CUPRA. Following the general lines of the sporty SC model, a few significant improvements have been introduced to give it a more aggressive look.

The first thing that gets your attention on entering the new CUPRA is the spectacular design of the seats, which contribute to this model’s exclusive looks. They are upholstered with specific fabric made up of rhomboids stitched together whose look is reminiscent of 70s race cars. Further exclusive detailing is the CUPRA logo sewn onto the backrests.

Both seats fold to give access to the rear, but the passenger seat is also equipped with an Easy Entry function, where the seat folds and slides forward at the same time.

Besides their aggressive looks, the contoured seats provide outstanding side support when dealing with corners, with an ideal combination of firmness found on sports cars and softness for added driving comfort.

Another eye-catching element inside the new Ibiza CUPRA is the new three-spoke steering wheel and the sequential DSG shift paddles. The steering wheel is flattened at the base and sports the CUPRA badge in aluminium in the middle of the vertical spoke. The brake and accelerator pedal are also aluminium, and contrast with the gloss black inserts on the dashboard (also on the radio casing, ventilation nozzles and instrument panel binnacle hood) and the newly-designed instrument panel dial displays. The screen between both dials includes the telephone function, which is activated by control buttons on the steering column.

The shift indicators stand out on the steering wheel in black on an aluminium background; the right paddle has the ‘+’ sign for up-shifting and the left paddle has the ‘–‘ sign for down-shifting.

CHASSIS

Agile and dynamic

· Reduced weight and lower centre of gravity

· XDS electronic self-blocking mechanism

· Better traction and increased comfort

The 180 hp output delivered by the engine on the new Ibiza CUPRA would be of no use if it could not be transferred to the ground evenly. The SEAT Agile Chassis takes care of this admirably, and on this version it has been suitably modified in order to provide this sporty model with segment-leading performance levels.

SEAT technicians have worked on achieving a car as agile as the former Ibiza CUPRA, but yet more effective to drive. With the arrival of the new model, its traction capacity has been improved which makes it easier to drive on all kinds of surfaces.

Reduced ride height 

To achieve this objective and to make their work easier, engineers used the basis of the new Volkswagen Group platform which made its debut on the new Ibiza. The CUPRA has 10 mm less ground clearance compared to the Sport version, which also lowers the car’s centre of gravity.

The new Ibiza CUPRA is now easier to drive, has improved handling and is more agile. The front wishbone silent-block ratings are stiffer, and reduce variations in the wheel’s position when called upon (cornering support, acceleration, braking in curves, etc.), resulting in greater precision during sporty handling.

The main differences compared to the chassis on the FR can be found in the stiffer shock absorbers, 15% stiffer coils and 5 mm reduced ground clearance on the front shaft, while the modified rear shaft coil and shock absorber ratings, with specifically designed shock absorbers, are suited to the new chassis set-up and more sporty feel.

One of the fundamental elements behind the performance of the new Ibiza CUPRA is the electronic self-blocking XDS. As explained before in the FR section, this device works together with ESP as a mechanical self-blocking mechanism, but functions more smoothly and avoids the addition of a new mechanical element on the vehicle.

All of the improvements introduced on the new SEAT Ibiza CUPRA provide better traction, making it the leader in its segment in this aspect.

Excellent braking

The new SEAT Ibiza CUPRA is equipped with high-performance 15 inch ventilated discs (288 mm front and 232 mm rear discs). There is also the possibility of adding ‘SEAT racing brakes’ – including a set of four-pot callipers and sportier brake pads that provide 15% sharper brake pedal response and reduce fading by 10%.

The  CUPRA also has an additional vacuum pump as a backup to the servo-brake. Along the same lines as the braking aid assistance, the right-hand drive version CUPRA is equipped with a new, better-performing 7”/8” tandem servo-brake with better braking capacity.

Finally, the servo-steering on the new Ibiza CUPRA is an improvement over the figures achieved on the former CUPRA version in terms of catch-up, response time beginning with the pump’s idle rate, and linear effort progression optimisation.

ENGINE AND GEARBOX

Ecological power

· 180 hp twin-charged 1.4 TSI engine

· 7-speed DSG gearbox with steering wheel shift paddles

· Better performance, lower consumption and fewer emissions

It may seem strange that we mention ecology when describing a model with the CUPRA badge. Despite improving the performance levels of its former version, the new member of the Ibiza family also delivers lower fuel consumption figures and emissions levels, as on the rest of the model range.

SEAT has increased the power output of the twin-charged 1.4 TSI engine from 170 to 180 hp for this platform, and has mated it to the 7-speed DSG gearbox: an explosive combination in terms of sporty driving performance and handling comfort, but at the same time more ecologically oriented. 

Compared to the previous Ibiza CUPRA, emissions have been reduced by nearly 20%, from 180 to 148 grams of CO2 per kilometre, making it eligible for a 4.75% tax rate in the Spanish market. Furthermore, it fully complies with EU-5 emissions legislation, something which few such sporty models achieve.

Twin-charged engine

The new SEAT Ibiza CUPRA is equipped with one of the most modern engines on the market. Thanks to its technology, the engine provides excellent performance, lower consumption (6.4 l/100 km combined compared to 7.9 l/100 km of the previous version), fewer emissions and greater flexibility. This direct injection twin-charged 1.4 TSI delivers 180 hp with a torque of 250 Nm between 2,000 rpm and 4,500 rpm.

The SEAT Technical Centre focused on modifying the engine’s electronic management, meaning the maximum revs at which maximum power is available has increased from 6,000 to 6,200 rpm, and the maximum turbo pressure has increased from 2,000 to 2,150 mbar, resulting in the additional 10 hp compared to Volkswagen’s well-known 170 hp 1.4 TSI engine.

As with the FR version, its twin-charger technology features two compressors. One is a high speed mechanical compressor and the other is an exhaust gas turbo-compressor. Depending on the torque required, the pressure regulation system decides whether the pressure generated by the exhaust turbo-compressor is sufficient or if it needs compensation from the additional compressor.

Starting from minimum torque, the mechanical compressor works alone up to a maximum of 2,400 rpm. The turbo-compressor is purposely designed for efficiency, and does not provide any pressure at low revs.

Both systems work together between 2,400 rpm and 3,500 rpm, at which point the mechanical compressor disconnects. Above 3,500 rpm the turbo-compressor alone generates the desired pressure. In this way, the compressors fill any “torque gap” and guarantee instant delivery of engine torque in any situation.

These torque figures provide the CUPRA with spectacular response. Top speed is 225 km/h, it accelerates from 0 to 100 km/h in only 7.2 seconds, and covers a standing kilometre in 28.1 seconds, compared to 7.3 seconds and 28.4 seconds respectively of the former CUPRA model.

Modifications have been made to the software of the 7-speed DSG gearbox on the CUPRA to adapt it to its sporty performance, and no mechanical adjustments were needed. The result is better fuel consumption and improved in-gear acceleration figures.

New front intercooler system

A new front intercooler system has been developed on the new Ibiza CUPRA.

The new intercooler is now located at the bottom of the cooling assembly directly beneath the radiator, instead of both elements being parallel to each other. Since there is no element located in parallel behind the intercooler, there is less resistance and greater flow of incoming air. This new design also enhances airflow into the radiator since the intercooler is no longer an obstacle.

Its new location puts the intercooler in the area of aspiration of the fan, maximising the performance of the air forced through it. 

The main reason behind the performance of the intercooler is the air flowing into it, so its location centred at the lower front of the car provides the system with added benefits, especially when driving at low speeds or when the car is heavily laden.

The new intercooler on the Ibiza CUPRA has been improved compared to the one found on the previous Ibiza. Its weight has been reduced from 3.9 kg to 1 kg, and the aspirated air temperature has been decreased by around 10 °C, with an internal air pressure loss of only 70 mbar compared to 250 mbar on the old intercooler. This provides better engine performance, since it has to charge less due to the front location of the intercooler in the area of highest pressure and its greater permeability since there is no radiator offering airflow resistance.

Tell-tale sound

Worthy of any race car, the new Ibiza CUPRA makes a distinctive, tell-tale noise. SEAT technicians in charge of engine acoustics have worked hard to create an exciting roar when the driver accelerates.

The noise comes from a system that is controlled by a terminal box with an acoustic model made from a set of programmed matrix values. Revs and instant torque generate an electric signal that is sent to the system, which then gets sent to the chassis. This procedure joins the one stemming from the engine, the exhaust and especially the transmission, producing a final result that is perceived by the passengers, mainly the driver and the front passenger.

NEW SEAT IBIZA BOCANEGRA

Back to the future

· Exclusive exterior design, with a highly distinctive front end

· Interior styling that differs from the rest of the range

· Available with the 150 and 180 hp 1.4 TSI engines

After nearly three and a half decades, SEAT has decided to rekindle the Bocanegra flame, the 1200 SPORT model that caused a sensation in its time. Now the Ibiza, which is celebrating its 25th anniversary this year, is adding a new, exclusive, Bocanegra version to its range. This vehicle is aimed at the most discerning customers, those who do not settle for second best and want a distinctive touch of class surrounding them.

The new SEAT Ibiza Bocanegra features outstanding exterior design, especially at the front, with its sporty, aggressive looks. The interior is also full of details that separate it from the rest of the range. This new version is only available in FR or CUPRA models, equipped with the same engines – the twin-charged 150 or 180 hp 1.4 TSI.

Its front end defines its personality

The basis for the new Bocanegra was exhibited at the 2008 Geneva Motor Show on the SEAT Ibiza SportCoupé “Bocanegra” prototype, a clear indication of the exclusive version currently on sale. Even then it featured a prominent front end, with a black mask-like effect that gives this model its special personality.

The double headlights look like two prominent eyes on the face of the mask, which peer out from a completely black casing. Black also dominates the central grille and its surround, with its spectacular honeycomb mesh, which perfectly coordinates with the innovative air vents at the base.

The middle portion of the bumper is also black, as is  the broad lower grille, for ample engine cooling. Built-in fog lights are at either end, followed by side air vents finished in black trim to round off the spectacular front end.

There are also black inserts in the lower middle portion of the Bocanegra’s rear, surrounding the prominent exhaust pipe. The tinted rear window and the spoiler at the top also collaborate to enhance the sporty looks of the new SEAT.

The design of the rear bumper depends on the version. On the FR version it has a matt black embellisher that houses the rear reflectors, and the sporty twin chrome exhaust pipe is offset. The CUPRA version features an attractive black moulding on the lower portion of the bumper that houses the number plate above the trapezoidal exhaust pipe, which is flanked by ventilation slats on the sides.

But the most prominent element at the rear is the Bocanegra name in black in the centre of the hatch beneath the brand logo which, as usual, doubles as the boot latch.

A side view of the new Ibiza Bocanegra reveals black door mirrors and low-profile 215/40 tyres on silver colour 17 inch ‘Sira’ rims (which, like the CUPRA version, favour the addition of ‘SEAT racing brakes’). Finally, the sunroof rounds off the impressive exterior of this exclusive model, which will only 
be available in Dakota Red and Candy White, two shades that faithfully reflect its exclusive, sporty philosophy.

An equally exclusive interior 

If the exterior of the new SEAT Ibiza Bocanegra is a clear indication of its personality, the interior styling provides a perfect match. Using the passenger compartments of the FR and CUPRA as a basis, several modifications and new elements have been introduced that enhance the car still further.

The seats are upholstered with specific fabric made up of rhomboids stitched together in red that lend a definitively sporty look. The upper part of the seats sport the logo that identifies this version - a capital “B” stitched in red, and the range models feature comfortable, ergonomic seats that provide the driver with a sporty driving position and the highest level of safety, to match the philosophy of this version.

Another eye-catching element in the interior is the three-spoke steering wheel, which is flattened at the base and sports a capital “B” for Bocanegra in aluminium in the middle of the vertical spoke. There are also 7- speed DSG shift paddles at the ends of the horizontal spokes for easier gear changes without releasing the steering wheel. Finally, the DSG gear gaiter has red stitching to match the seats.

Different shades of black prevail in the interior, especially Brillante Black on areas of the dashboard soft-pad, the door panels and the central tunnel and Carbon Black on the lower ‘A’ pillars, the wheel arches and the specific floor mats, which also have red borders.

The Bocanegra logo on the instrument panel distinguishes it from the FR and CUPRA versions. Furthermore, the binnacle hood, steering wheel spokes, radio casing and DSG gear guide feature carbon fibre trim as standard, and the brake and accelerator pedals feature aluminium trim.

The most advanced technology

As might be expected, the new SEAT Ibiza Bocanegra is an exclusive model and is therefore equipped with the most advanced technology including latest generation 1.4 TSI engines, a 7-speed DSG gearbox and the new XDS system.

The modern, twin-charged 1.4 TSI engine lies at the very heart of the new Bocanegra. With a choice of either the 150 or 180 hp version, both offer excellent response and spectacular performance, as well as low fuel consumption and emissions levels. Both feature the 7-speed DSG gearbox, which contributes towards achieving the magnificent performance, consumption and emissions figures.

Other standard equipment on the Ibiza Bocanegra is the XDS system, which combines with ESP and TCS and functions as a self-blocking differential without the need for any additional mechanical elements. The system anticipates traction loss to the wheels and limits force to the wheel expected to lose grip, preventing the inside wheel from skidding, especially around corners, and preventing the car from understeering.

Both the Ibiza FR Bocanegra and Ibiza CUPRA Bocanegra include standard equipment that is identical to the standard versions, thus ESP, TCS + EBA, ABS, anti-roll hill start assistant, low tyre pressure warning, driver and passenger airbag, head-chest airbag, trip computer, cruise control, climate control, CD radio with MP3 + 6 speakers + Aux-in connection, sports suspension and cornering fog lights, all appear.

The Ibiza Bocanegra features a broad line-up of options. An interesting optional comfort element on the Spanish brand’s flagship Ibiza model is the storage package, which provides drawers beneath the front seats, a cargo net and side nets in the boot.

There is also a technical package, which includes parking sensors, rain sensing wipers, Coming Home headlight feature and anti-dazzle rear-view mirror. The Winter package, meanwhile, offers heated wiper nozzles and headlight wipers.

Another interesting option is the possibility of adding the adaptor for the latest, new generation of portable TomTom satellite navigation systems, which joins the current adaptor to plug in the TomTom One V4 navigator.

A look at the past

Nearly three and a half decades have gone by since the launch of the first “Bocanegra” model, the SEAT 1200 SPORT, and despite their obvious stylistic differences, that model and today’s SEAT Ibiza Bocanegra share a common philosophy. The two models are clearly intended to be sporty, but with an added touch of exclusivity, aimed at those who do not compromise on performance or style. The following is a look at the main characteristics of the first “Bocanegra”:

· The launch of the SEAT 1200 SPORT in 1975 was a milestone in the Spanish brand’s history since it was the first model to be wholly-developed at the SEAT Technical Centre in Martorell.

· The model was called “Bocanegra” as a result of its characteristic front end with integrated black plastic bumpers. It featured a two-door body, four-speed gearbox and 67 hp 1.2 engine that gave the 1200 SPORT “Bocanegra” a top speed of 157 km/h.

· The design language of the SEAT 1200 SPORT was groundbreaking from any angle, characterised by sharp straight lines at a time when rounded contours were fashionable. Its interior design was also ahead of its time, and included a control panel cast from a single piece of plastic.

· The main qualities of the SEAT 1200 SPORT “Bocanegra” were its innovative design, excellent performance and impressive stability.

· The range was later extended with the addition of the SEAT SPORT 1430, whose 77 hp delivered a top speed of 164 km/h. Equipped with the engine found on the SEAT 1430, this model was barely different on the outside, or the inside, compared to the 1200 SPORT version.

· Production of the SEAT 1200 SPORT began in 1976 and stopped in 1979 (with a total of 11,619 units sold), while the SEAT SPORT 1430 went on the market a year later in 1977 (with 7,713 units sold). In total, sales of both models reached 19,332 units, which were made exclusively in the Spain.

90 HP 1.6 TDI CR ENGINE

Dynamic and efficient
· A common rail Diesel engine for the first time in the Ibiza line-up

· Only 109 g/km of CO2 and fuel consumption of 4.2 l/100 km

· Replacement for the 90 hp 1.9 TDI engine

The ever-evolving SEAT Ibiza range is being extended again with the imminent arrival in both SC and 5-door form of common rail Diesel technology, namely the new 90 hp 1.6 TDI CR engine. This signals the start of a gradual roll-out of common rail engineering in the Ibiza range. The new fuelling system gives the engine better performance and significantly reduces levels of noise, consumption and emissions.

The new 1.6 TDI CR engine replaces the 90 hp 1.9 TDI to become an attractive option midway between the current 80 hp 1.4 TDI and 105 hp 1.9 TDI engines. Mated to a five-speed manual gearbox, the new engine features a DPF particulate filter and fully complies with EU5 emissions legislation which will become mandatory in 2011.

The arrival of common rail technology to the Ibiza range signals a further step up in terms of the car’s already impressive performance figures, and helps the model deliver increasingly low emissions and consumption levels that make the Ibiza one of the most ecological models in its segment.

Lower emissions, better performance

The common rail system is renowned for its flexibility, since it provides several possibilities to adapt injection pressure and rate to different engine conditions, thereby considerably reducing fuel consumption and emissions levels, and increasing the engine’s performance.

The figures speak for themselves; the Ibiza equipped with the new engine clearly outperforms the 90 hp 1.9 TDI version. The 5-door version equipped with the 90 hp 1.6 TDI CR engine reaches a top speed of 177 km/h, delivers 80 to 120 km/h in-gear acceleration in 12 seconds and covers a standing kilometre in 33.7 seconds, compared to 176 km/h, 19.3 seconds and 33.9 seconds respectively for the previous PD engine.

Both the SC and the 5-door version also deliver better fuel consumption – 5.1 l/100 km in city driving, 3.6 l/100 km on the extra-urban cycle and 4.2 l/100 km combined, compared to 6, 3.7 and 4.5 litres respectively, while CO2 emissions have decreased by 10 g/km to a lowly 109 g/km.
The new 90 hp1.6 TDI CR Ibiza SC also outperforms the 90 hp 1.9 TDI engine in terms of 80 to 120 km/h in-gear acceleration, from 18.6 to 11.7 seconds; as well in the time taken to cover a standing kilometre, from 33.7 to 33.5 seconds.

The following tables compare the performance, fuel consumption and emissions of the 5-door and SC versions equipped with the 90 hp 1.6 TDI CR and 90 hp 1.9 TDI engines:

An efficient engine in any situation

The debut of the 90 hp common rail 1.6 TDI engine signals the beginning of a new generation of dynamic, efficient Diesel engines within the SEAT Ibiza range, reinterpreting the benefits provided by the TDI concept to better suit future challenges and address environmental issues.

The common rail injection system is based on a high pressure fuel accumulator for Diesel engines for all the injectors in a singe row of cylinders.

This system separates the two functions of generating pressure and fuel injection. A separate high pressure pump generates the high fuel pressure needed for injection, accumulates it in a rail and conveys it to the injectors through short injection pipes.

The common rail injection system on the Ibiza is controlled by the Siemens engine management system, where injection pressure is almost infinitely programmable and can adapt itself to every engine working condition.  This management system can accommodate high fuel pressure to up to 1,600 bar, creating a suitable mixture, as well as an adaptable injection cycle with several pre and post injections.

Noise reduction

Another aspect where the Ibiza has improved considerably is in the noise level inside the passenger compartment, since the common rail system lowers the decibels between 5% and 8% in intermediate rev ranges and between 8% and 10% at high rev ranges. The 1.6 TDI CR engine’s crankshaft only has four counterweights, in order to reduce exertion on the bearings, and this also improves the engine’s performance when dealing with oscillations.

The shift to the common rail system will no doubt afford the Ibiza driver a quieter, more comfortable driving experience.

Furthermore, with a view to the winter months ahead, the new engine on the Ibiza features a pre-heating, fast ignition system similar to that found on a petrol engine for almost any weather conditions (up to 24 degrees below zero). This useful feature results from the extremely short warming time of two seconds for the pre-heating spark plug to reach up to 1,000 degrees.

The common rail system is gradually being expanded across the SEAT model range. The new Exeo was the first brand vehicle to be equipped with this efficient technology, followed by the new León and Altea 2009 models. Now it can be found for the first time on the Ibiza, the company’s best-selling, segment-leading car, which is celebrating its 25th anniversary this year. Further proof of the giant leap in quality taken by the Spanish brand.

A complete range

The 90 hp SEAT Ibiza 1.6 TDI CR, as well as the model equipped with the rest of the available engine choices, features a complete standard equipment list in combination with the Reference, Style and Sport trim levels.

Reference equipment includes ABS, ESP and TCS + EBA, driver and passenger airbag, head-chest airbag, Hill Hold Assist, low tyre pressure warning, audio equipment with MP3 + Aux-in + 6 speakers, electro-hydraulic power steering, black manual door mirrors and handles, 185/60 tyres on 15 inch steel rims, single headlights, anti-theft radio aerial, spare wheel, steering column controls, air recirculation + pollen filter, front power one-touch anti-trap windows, remote controlled central locking, electric hatch activation, height and reach adjustable steering column, sport suspension, front seatbelt warning, rear seat Isofix anchoring points + Top Tether, central console with 2+1 cup holders and power socket, height adjustable driver and passenger seats, passenger seat with Easy Entry and three height adjustable rear headrests.

The Style trim builds on Reference with climate control, body colour heated electric door mirrors, body colour door handles, double chrome headlights, cornering fog lights, Coming Home headlight function, cruise control, 185/60 tyres on 15 inch aluminium rims, trip computer, split folding rear seat, leather steering wheel and gearknob, front seat storage pouches, rear power windows and reading light.
The top of the line Sport trim builds on Reference with air conditioning, body colour heated electric door mirrors, body colour door handles, double chrome headlights, cornering fog lights, cruise control, 215/45 tyres on 16 inch aluminium rims, trip computer, split folding rear seat, leather steering wheel and gearknob, sport seats, front seat storage pouches and rear power windows (5-door version).
Wide choice of optional elements

Besides the standard equipment line-up, the Ibiza features interesting options such as the storage package, which includes storage drawers beneath the front seats and a mesh cargo net and side nets in the boot.

A technical package is also available, which includes parking sensors, rain sensing wipers, Coming Home headlight function and anti-dazzle rear-view mirror; and the Winter package, with heater washer nozzles and headlight washers.

The Style and Sport design packages both feature light tones on the soft-pad, front armrest and storage package; and additional dark glass on the Sport option.

The three versions can also optionally be equipped with sport suspension, at no extra cost on Sport, as well as bi-xenon AFS headlights for better visibility.

The Ibiza is also available with the cornering function installed on the fog lights (optional on Reference and as standard on Style and Sport), which greatly improves visibility in corners at speeds lower than 40 km/h.

The Ibiza range also has the possibility of installing leather upholstered sport seats on the Style and Sport versions, as well as the new adaptor for the new generation of TomTom satellite navigation systems.

Furthermore, the Colour Edition versions have recently been added to the Ibiza SC, a new personalisation programme that enhances the model’s interior and exterior exclusivity and sportiness with the Lumina Orange and Galia Blue custom colours, which is also available on the 105 hp 1.9 TDI and the 85 hp 1.4 and 105 hp 1.6 petrol engine versions.

The Reference trim includes 15 inch ‘Caloria’, 16 inch ‘Sonda’ and 17 inch ‘Saga’ alloy rims, with 16 inch ‘Sonda’ and 17 inch ‘Saga’ alloy rims on Style and 17 inch ‘Saga’ alloy rims on Sport.

The list of optional equipment is completed by the following: front and rear head airbags + rear side airbags, passenger airbag disconnection, rear parking sensors, cruise control, electric heated door mirrors, air conditioning, climate control, electric heated parking position door mirrors, dark glass, front armrest, panoramic electric sunroof, heated front seats, volumetric alarm, iPod( compatible USB port, Bluetooth connection, metallic paint, Emoción Red paint and Custom Colour paint.
